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Dear Partners,

What a great scripture for days like today!

I have spoken this verse innumerable times over 
the last few years as I believe God will continue 
to take care of me, my family and the ministry He 
has entrusted to me. When the world around us 
shakes in uncertainty we have a Rock to stand on 
that cannot be moved!

It has been interesting that in the last year or so 
when I really thought I needed to get a “current 
word” from Him, the Lord has brought me back to 
some of the most basic truths I learned years ago. 
These truths were foundational in my Christian 
experience and upon them I have learned that we 
stand or fall. 

We are at a time when foundations are being 
shaken, both those of the world and of the Church. 
Politics, morality, and especially finances are 
being shaken to the core. 

The shaking reveals what is of God and what is 
not of God. Although this is a good thing, in the 
process of the shaking we are finding out how 

much we, the church, have depended on worldly 
foundations instead of on the Lord. 

In politics, the church has depended on the 
government to bring righteousness to the nation 
instead of doing it ourselves through prayer and 
God-inspired action. 

In morality, I have never seen so many cases 
of marriage failure, both within and outside the 
church, due to either unfaithfulness or simply not 
knowing how to make things work. 

And in the financial realm, the church has 
become so accustomed to thinking like the world 
thinks regarding money that we too often leave 
God out of the picture and just throw up a prayer 
when the going gets tough.

I believe all of this is changing! 

There are a number of prophetic voices (with 
proven track records) saying that something is 
coming and there is a sense of urgency and even 
warning in the spirit. 

I have never been a proponent of doom and 
gloom prophecy but I feel in my heart that there 
are things heading our way that will affect society 
in ways we would not have believed just a few 
short years ago.

Fall Prayer Directives

Thank you for your prayers!

Building a Prayer Shield
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One thing that seems to be coming strongly from the Lord 
right now is for the people of God to get out of debt!

I do not believe we have seen the last of this financial 
downturn. I have spoken to people who understand large 
scale financial principles, and if what they say is true, the 
worst is yet to come! I wish I was able to explain it like they 
do, but suffice it to say there is enough evidence the surge 
we are in is temporary and another downturn is imminent. 

Please pray into this and ask God to show you how to get 
out from under the debt system. In a recent letter from 
Chuck Pierce he shared his sense of alarm and what he 
called a major “adjustment” in the economy of the US that 
he believes will come this fall sometime. 

When Chuck was asked what he was doing to prepare for 
this he gave some very practical advice: he is getting his 
own household and his ministry completely out of debt. 
Anne and I have taken this and others’ words along these 
lines very seriously and are actively seeking the Lord as to 
what we should do to eradicate the debt we have. If it means 
selling our home and paying off bills we are ready to do it 
should the Lord lead us to go that way. 

I am also praying Romans 13:8 over our finances right 
now and declaring that we, “owe no man anything…” and 
are free and clear of all financial obligations to the world’s 
system.

The ultimate purpose of this shaking is so God can bring us 
to the place where He can pour His glory out on us and then 
through us to the world.

I remember studying about the glory years ago. I learned 
that if unrighteousness was in the house when the glory 
came, judgment took place! That study convinced me that 
there was going to be an amazing last days’ outpouring and 
that God was going to do heart surgery on the church before 
it came. I believe the current shaking we see now is part of 
that heart surgery.

I also learned that whenever the glory showed up, so did the 
gold!

The glory of God attracts unto itself provision, blessings 
and abundance. I feel we are moving into a place where the 
finances the church needs to finish a job of global harvest 
are on their way.

Are you prepared for that? Is your financial house in 
order so that He can use you as a channel for abundance? 
Do you give God the first fruits or the leftovers? Do you 
give God the best or do you give Him a tip? These are the 
motives Anne and I have been examining so even if things

go seriously wrong in the world’s finances, we have a clean 
account with our heavenly bank.

I encourage you to do the same. Make sure you are getting 
your time with God in the Word and prayer. Make sure you 
are open and honest in your walk with God and be quick to 
repent of sin. Make sure your heart is trusting in Him and not 
in your money or your ability.

These basics many of us learned long ago are what will 
not only get us through the days to come but position us 
to prosper like the Israelites did when they came up out of 
Egypt.

If we will build our house on the Rock right now, then when 
the storm comes we will be the ones left standing. The world 
will see and come to us and ask, “What must we do to be 
saved!”

Remember God is our strong refuge and our fortress! 

Favour with God - Spiritual revelation, anointing, holiness
Psalm 5:12  You, O Lord, bless Pastor Craig and Anne for 
they are righteous through Jesus. You surround them 
with favour as with a shield.

Favour with others - Congregation, ministry staff, unsaved
Proverbs 3:3,4  Pastor Craig and Anne do not let mercy 
and truth forsake them, but they bind them around their 
necks and write them on the tablets of their hearts, and 
so they find favou and high esteem in the sight of God 
and man.

Increase, pure vision - Wisdom and enlightenment, 
    motives, guidance for SVC church and TOR ministry

Colossians 1:9,10  Thank You, Father, that You have filled 
Pastors Craig and Anne with the knowledge of Your will 
in all wisdom and spiritual understanding. They walk 
worthy of the Lord unto all pleaseing, being fruitful 
in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of 
You.

Protection - Temptation, deception, enemies
Luke 10:19  You, Father, have given them power to tread 
on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the 
enemy, and nothing shall by any means hurt them.

Excerpts from the 
broadcast series, 

Thanksfulness: Key to 
the Mercy of God

The truth I am sharing in this series of broadcasts is a thirty year old key (for me) I have based my 
life on. I believe it is so important that I teach on this principle three to four times each year in my 
church. I’ve taught my children to follow this principle, and now I’d like to share it with you.

Philippians 4:6  “Be anxious 
for nothing, but in everything 
by prayer and supplication, 
with thanksgiving, let your 
requests be made known to 
God…”
Paul instructs us to pray 
WITH thanksgiving! In 
other words, when you pray, 
you thank God too.
I started praying this way 
thirty years ago, and I was 

surprised at how it worked in my life. As I developed a thankful 
heart, I created an avenue for God to move towards me.
So now when I pray, I thank God in the same prayer. And from 
that time on, I keep thanking God for the answer, as opposed to 
asking all over again.
Why do I do this? Because when you pray from a posture 
of thankfulness, your faith will automatically start to rise. 
Thanksgiving is the voice of faith.
Activation #1: Even if you are in the midst of difficult circumstances, 
you can praise God for being with you. It’s one of His promises.  Take 
a moment to pray right now, “Lord, I thank You for being with me 
in …(you fill in the blank). You said You’d never leave me nor forsake 
me. Thank You for being together with me in my life.”

Psalm 69:30 “I will praise the name of God with a song, and will 
magnify Him with thanksgiving.”
Magnifying an object doesn’t change its size, but makes it look 
bigger to you. In the same way, thanksgiving makes God and His 
goodness bigger to you! When we give thanks, our perspective and 
the way we see things changes. 
If you ask someone to keep turning their head towards you, 
eventually, they will shift their position to look at you. When we 
change our perspective enough times to one of thankfulness, we 
will eventually change our position and will see God working on 
our behalf. That’s good news! 
Activation #2: In your mind, get a picture of your biggest problem 
and put it in a box. Your box may be big, it might be huge! Once you 
have that picture, then take God and put Him beside that box! Note 
that your box didn’t get smaller, but compared to God, it now looks 
smaller. Thankfulness puts God into your perspective.

Philippians 4:6,7 “… with thanksgiving, let your requests be 
made known to God; and the peace of God, which surpasses all 
understanding, will guard your hearts and minds through Christ 
Jesus.”
Thanksgiving and peace are connected. In the Spirit when you give 
thanks, peace begins to manifest in your life automatically.
Think about the story of King Jehoshaphat when he sent the 
praisers ahead of the armies. “Now when they began to sing and 

to praise, the Lord set ambushes against the people ... and they 
were defeated.” (II Chronicles 20:22) Their thanksgiving 
brought peace.
Some people take this too far and start thanking God FOR 
their problems. This is not what I’m talking about. Thank 
God for His goodness. Thank Him for the way through your 
problems. 
Activation #3: Write a list of things you can be thankful for that 
you normally overlook. Thank Him for the air you breathe, the 
beautiful country you live in, etc, etc. Do it whenever you open 
your fridge, and any other time of day you remember. You’ll see 
more peace come into your circumstances.  

I Corinthians 10:10 “Nor [let us] complain, as some of them 
also complained, and were destroyed by the destroyer.”
What is the opposite of thankfulness? Complaining. So if 
thankfulness opens the way for God’s mercy, complaining 
would open the way for the opposite, judgment. 
Activation #4: For those of you who feel God’s mercy and 
goodness are far from you, check your complaining. Pray a 
prayer for forgiveness from complaining and ask God to help you 
put a watch on your tongue. Replace words of complaining with 
thanksgiving. Instead of finding fault with your circumstances, 
find things to be thankful for. Thanksgiving is something you do 
until it becomes who you are.

I Chronicles 16:4 “And he [David] appointed some of the Levites 
to minister before the ark of the Lord, to commemorate, to 
thank, and to praise the Lord God of Israel.”
In his reign, King David brought the ark into Jerusalem and 
placed it in a tent for all to see - instead of at Gibeon with the 
priests. Up until the time of Samuel, only the high priest could 
see the ark once a year. No one else was allowed to see it, or 
judgment would come. What prevented the judgment of God 
from coming in David’s time?
After David placed the ark in Jerusalem, he employed 35,000 
people to take care of the tent and the ark. Four thousand 
of those were Levites whose only job was to offer praise and 
thanksgiving before the ark, twenty four hours a day. They 
created a veil of praise and thanks in the spirit around the 
ark that allowed the mercy of God to come, holding back any  
judgment.
Activation #5: To commemorate literally means to bring 
back to memory. Psalm 136 is an example of of the Israelites 
commemorating God’s works. Commemorate God’s works in 
your life. Write your own version of Psalm 136 with things that 
God has done for you. Read it out loud to yourself.

If you consciously begin to thank God for your life, you will 
unconsciously develop a wholeness of character on the inside. 
Thankfulness is your key to unlock the mercy of God.
